The Pampered Spa Notes 

Encourage guests to bring their own home remedies (see sample invitation).
Host should tell guests to wear NO make-up, and bring a hair-band to keep hair out of place.

For ease of presentation prepare some recipes in advance and present them in Chillzanne bowls.
Use Simple Additions to set up your “Beauty Bar”, and make it pretty by scattering whole ingredients (fruits, nuts, apple peels, cinnamon sticks, etc) around. Have the name of the recipe next to the bowl, so guests can see what they’re choosing.

Have scented-candles set up all around, and soft, classical music playing in the background.

Have guests get a small paper plate and fill it with dabs of facials, scrubs and creams they’d like to try. Have small hand-held mirrors on the table so guests can see their faces and apply their creams.  

Have small bowls set up with warm, lemon-scented water so the guests can wash off.

Have some warm (lemon-scented) wash cloths in the oven in the Rectangular Baker.

Don't forget to have a pot simmering with apple peels and cinnamon and water to add to the atmosphere! 

Start the show by thinly slicing a cucumber with the ultimate slice n grate. Make enough for each guest to have two. Whole passing them out, use the rest of the cucumber on the other blades to show the versatility of the product. Tell the guest to lean back, relax, and 
place cucumber slice over each eye to relieve their tired, achy eyes, or whip cucumber slices or grape halves over face for a pleasantly refreshing feel. 
Have a small bowl of Korintje Cinnamon set out, for aromatherapy purposes. Explain the deep powers of cinnamon.

Serve: fresh fruit, sliced with US&G; tea; water; lemonade in Quik-Stir pitcher; cake, wine, etc.
