Thanks so much for your interest in Pampered Chef as a way to raise money for Somerset Presbyterian Nursery School. There are several ways we can raise funds. In each case, your guests purchase the products they want and Pampered Chef donates 10%-15% of the sales to your organization. If the total sale is over $600, then 15% is donated. If the sales are under $600, then it’s 10%. As I’ve mentioned before, I would also be willing to donate my 15% commission, since my son Ethan attends the school. Therefore, the total profit to SPNS will be between 25% - 30%. SPNS will also receive $10 for every Cooking Show that is booked from the fundraiser. ($3 from Pampered Chef and $7 my personal donation)
One way to raise money is to have a Cooking Show Fundraiser. I would come to the school to demonstrate some products by making a recipe for everyone to sample. As we’ve discussed, this might be the best type of fundraiser to hold, since guests can see the products live, ask questions and even try the products out themselves! 

A Catalog Show Fundraiser is simply when the catalogs are passed out and orders are collected.
February is actually a great month to hold a Pampered Chef Fundraiser because the current guest special encourages people to spend $50. Each guest who spends at least $50 in products will receive a 9x13 cutting board free. (A $14.50 value).
