Stealing Hearts Recruiting Game

From a Duke cluster training
This game is a fast paced, fun way to introduce your consultants to getting comfortable with talking about recruiting and having the guests actually ask the questions they have in a fun way. Guests who don’t like to play games can choose not to participate simply by not asking a question.

We don’t sell, we just tell.

Take one deck of cards, take out all the cards that are hearts, then choose any other black suit to match (clubs or spades), this just makes it visually easier.

Take three small door prize items and explain that this game is not meant to start wars but it’s similar to the Christmas gift exchange where you can take a gift from someone that was already opened, or a new gift under the tree. It’s called stealing hearts because when they ask a question, they get any random “heart card” from your deck. Have them ask anything they have always wanted to know about being a Pampered Chef Consultant but were afraid to ask. Once all the cards are passed out, then the real competitive fun begins. Take the matching deck of spades and just randomly call out the matching heart card. 

Something like this….

Consultant – Who has the queen of hearts?

Guest – I do!

Consultant – Would you like the citrus peeler, the I slice, or the bamboo tongs?

Guest – I slice

Consultant _ who has the 9 of hearts?

Guest – I do

Consultant – Do you want the I slice from “Susie” or either of the remaining two items?

At this point the guest can either take away from “Susie” or choose one of the other two gifts. Once all three gifts are given out, they battle for keeping them until the last cards are given out. Guests get to keep the items in their hand when the last card is matched.

At this point I say… I like everyone to have an opportunity for a prize so I’m passing out this drawing slip (explain about that). This could be optional depending on how or if door prize slips are used.

This should take no more then 5-10 minutes depending on how in depth the questions get.
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
