Tips to help your WOW Month run smoothly

· Get the attitude! Don’t take the “would be nice” approach, instead commit to the “I will” attitude!!

· Get your family on board! Let them know your plans, and how you will celebrate together when you achieve your goal! Work together to find ways they can help along the way!

· TELL EVERYONE!!! It is most important to tell everyone (host, friends, family, & guests) what you are trying to achieve…..your biggest month in sales ever!!!  Make a tag to wear designating $1,000…$2,000…$3,000…whatever your goal is. Wear it everywhere you go and talk it up whenever and wherever you can! 

· Start early! Plan your work and work your plan.  Get Moving NOW!!!

· The month before is just as important as the WOW Month itself! A solid month before allows you to meet more people to help fill the WOW Month.

· The same goes for the month after. The idea is to have this month be BIGGER than you usually do: having a solid consistent month before AND after helps keep it from being “watered down!”

· Don’t settle for a minimum number of Shows, or you may fall short of your goal.  If you want to hold 12, date 15, etc.  Be prepared for emergency cancellations, by over booking. Insure your success: over-book, over-invite, over-everything!

· Choose your Hosts. Book your favorite Hosts and those who are willing to work with your goal. Book those who had really great shows before with high sales and lots of bookings. 

· Plan ahead. Send thank you notes in the mail the moment you have booked your host. Thank them and help them realize how important they are….”I’m so happy that you are going to be part of my special month!”

· Power Host Coach every event as if it were their first Show.  Personally calling and  Host Coaching is the best. Make a commitment to be better and more thorough in this area than ever before. Use postcards to encourage the Host!  The main cause of rescheduled Shows is not keeping in touch so plan to keep the enthusiasm level high right up to the Show. Be sure to reinforce how much her Show means to you!

· Prepare/Plan ahead: Order supplies, catalogs, order forms, survey cards, have Host packets and Show folders ready to go.

· Ask for support from a cheerleader outside of PC – have someone helping to hold you accountable to your goal.   

· Do some Power Cooking for your family now, so you will have meals in the freezer 

      for the nights you are out doing Shows!
