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1.
Send or hand-out all 40 invitations.  Include friends, family, church and social 
contacts, co-workers,  and so forth.  They do not have to be great cooks or 
even like to cook.  We offer many products to make cooking easier, even items 
for microwave cooking.  Usually about 20 will say that they can come, but 
about 5 cancel.  Try to get at least 15 confirmed guests.


Address the invitations to “Jane Doe & Guest.”  Those who bring a guest, 
get a gift.  

2.
Get outside orders.  Obtain orders from those 5 that canceled and others 
who said that they would like to come but had conflicts.  You can also ask out-
of-town friends and family.  The more that is sold, the more you get free!


You also have the option to have up to 7 days after your
show to get orders.  
The 7th day will be your closing day and all orders and total payments are due 
at that time.  Be prepared to order your own products (free, ½-price, and 20% 
off items) then, too.

3. 
Make sure you complete the Pampered Chef Party Checklist.

If you need to cancel or postpone your show, please let me know as soon as 
possible.  This is a source of income for me and I may be able to schedule 
another party at that time.
