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This is a quick garnish that looks impressive. Fill to-
mato wedge cups with tuna, shrimp, egg or potato
salad. Serve them on a bed of shredded Tettuce, per-
haps topped with a radish rose or a carrot curl and a
sprig of parsley. This makes a nice luncheon dish.

You will need:
1 medium well-rounded  5-inch Self-Sharpening -
tomato Utility Knife
Tomato Corer Medium Stainless Steel
, Scoop
The method:

1. Using the Tomato Corer, carefully remove the stem
of the tomato.

2. Place the knife blade over the top of the tomato and
cut down as though you were going to cut it in half,
stopping % inch from the bottom.

3. Give the tomato a quarter turn. Make another cut
like the first. Repeat this making two more cuts. This
will divide the tomato into eight equal wedges joined
at the bottom.

4. Gently spread the petals of the wedge open. Using
the Medium Stainless Steel Scoop or a large spoon,
fill the cup with the chosen filling. Garnish the filled
cup as desired.
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
