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A row of snowmen will dress up the center of a holi-
day table. These are easy, so let the children help. When
selecting turnips, look for three round ones in gradu-
ated sizes from small to large.

You will need:

3 round white turnips Toothpicks

1 large carrot Vegetable Peeler

1 green onion 5-inch Self-Sharpening
Cloves Utility Knife

The method:

1. Wash turnips, then peel them with the Vegetable
Peeler. Using the 5-inch Self-Sharpening Utility Knife,
cut a slice from the bottom of the largest turnip so
that it sits flat. Poke a toothpick into the top of the
turnip and push it down half the length of the tooth-
pick. Cut a very thin slice from the bottom of the
medium-size turnip and push it flat-side down onto
the toothpick, on top of the big turnip. Push a tooth-
pick into the medium turnip and push it halfway
down. Cut a very thin slice from the bottom of the
smallest turnip and push it flat-side down onto the
toothpick, on top of the medium turnip.

2. Push cloves into the head of the snowman, to make
the eyes and nose. Place three cloves vertically in a
row, to make the buttons.

3. For the hat brim, cut a thin slice from the thickest
part of the carrot. Make the hat crown with a thick
slice from the carrot’s narrow end. Attach the crown
to the brim with a small piece of toothpick. Poke an-
other piece of toothpick into the snowman’s head and
push the hat down on it. (See illustration.)

4.To make a scarf, cut a long, thin strip from the top of
a green onion, Drop it in boiling water for 1 to 2 min-
utes to make it flexible, then tie it around the neck of
the snowman.
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
