 

It's called THE WHO DO YOU KNOW GAME:

 

This is a game I've played at shows and the guests are always surprised that they "forget" so many of their friends and relatives. It goes along the same lines as the F.R.A.N.K

You have your consultant sheet which reads:

I'm going to give you all a piece of paper and a pen. I'll call out categories of "people". Your job is to write the names of as many people as you can think of that fit into each category. There are only 2 rules to this game. Rule #1 - They have to be REAL people, and Rule #2 - Each person's name may only appear on your paper ONE time. (I also put these two rules on the paper that I hand out to the guests as many times, people don't listen as you're standing in front of them talking)

The categories are as follows:

1) is pregnant

2) is a Mom of 2 or more (step kids count also)

3) was recently or soon will be a bride

4) Never gets out of the house

5) Is your favorite cousin

6) Loves to decorate

7) Just had a baby

8) a friend you haven't seen in a while

9) the first person you'd call with your biggest secret

10) a neighbor you haven't talked to in a while

11) Is involved with another direct selling company (ie: Avon, Passion Parties, Home Interiors, Princess House, etc)

12) Recently lost his/her job

13) Is a female @ your spouse's job that you actually like

14) Your Mom's best friend, or your sister's or daughter's best friend

15) Is a party queen (loves to host parties of any kind)

16) Is a friend from work (either current or past job)

17) Loves a bargain - hates to pay full price

18) Is your favorite Aunt or Neice

19) Is a friend who is not already listed

 

Then you hand a piece of paper to each guest that simply states the rules on top and is numbered 1-19 (I also line the paper so they can write on lines). As you are calling out the categories give them a few minutes to jot down the names of those they can think of that fit into that category. Then you have the guests count up their total number of names on their sheet and write it on the top corner. You ask, who has 10 or more names?, 15 or more? 20 or more? and so on. Whoever has the most names on their paper, you say "Congratulations <name of winner>, you've just won the "who do you know" game, BUT you are all winners because you have all just filled out your guest list for your own Pampered Chef show!

 

I've found that this really gets people thinking and that they really and truly forget all the people that they know. It's a great booking tool game to play.
