When do I use it?  I like to share it toward the end of my demo at my Cooking Shows.
Here’s an example of what’s in my current “Why Bag”:

“This bag holds within it some of my favorite reasons for having my Pampered Chef business.  I like to call it my “why bag” – listen for things that might be meaningful for you, too. When I started my business I was working full time so I did about 3 Cooking Shows per month, and when I was staying home with my baby it grew to a part-time business and now that my son is in school all day it’s full-time, but still flexible.
